GUIDELINES FOR APPLICANTS


About Healthway

Healthway aims to improve the health of Western Australians by working through partnerships and supporting targeted programs, which:

· promote and facilitate healthy lifestyles, policies and environments.

· build the capacity of individuals, groups and communities to be healthier. 
Health promotion program Objectives

· To fund activities related to the promotion of good health in general, with particular emphasis on young people.

· To provide grants to organisations involved in health promotion programs. Tobacco Control Act 1990, Section 22 (1) (c). The enabling legislation has now been replaced with the Tobacco Products Control Act 2006.
Applications for Healthway Healthy Local Government Grants scheme should aim to increase individual knowledge and skills, and change behavior and community and organisational policies and environments to improve health. 

About the Healthway Healthy Local Government Grants
Healthway is offering a new funding scheme to support local government authorities to address a range of public health issues at the local level.

The grants program provides funding in six key areas:

1. Healthy eating initiatives
2. Smoke free public and private spaces

3. Skin cancer prevention strategies through structural and behavioural change

4. Integration of planning and public health to create supportive environments for health and wellbeing

5. Prevention of alcohol misuse

6. Promoting active communities

Healthway will only accept one application per local government, however the application can refer to more than one key area.

Who Is Eligible To Apply

Local Government Authorities.  Applying local governments are strongly encouraged to develop their proposals in conjunction with other organisations.
What level of assistance is available? 

A limited number grants of up to $50 000 each will be available. 

Timeframe 

Applications can be submitted at any time but an application must be received by Healthway at least four (4) calendar months before the commencement of the project. 

Projects must be completed within 24 months of receipt of funds. 

Healthway particularly encourages: 

· Projects from rural or remote local governments who may not be active in the proposed areas, or from smaller local governments who may have capacity limitations;
· Projects that target population groups with poorer health such as socio-economically disadvantaged people, Indigenous people and other ‘high risk’ populations, using appropriate strategies;
· Applications that can demonstrate a strong likelihood of achieving sustained population-wide health gains in one or more of the identified areas;
· Projects that can be implemented by existing local government staff with support from outside expertise bought in as required;
· Projects that promote health through a partnership approach. Local governments may wish to consider joint applications with local public health units, area health authorities, non-government organisations (NGO’s) or surrounding local governments;
· Projects that focus on integration of activities likely to benefit health into core local government business (e.g. integration with projects such as ICLEI or TravelSmart, urban planning, environmental health);

· Projects that can demonstrate how achievements will be sustained after the funding has ceased;
· Projects that demonstrate relevance to local, state and national policies and strategies;
· Projects that consider the local government context and demonstrate evidence of the efficacy of the proposed activities;
· Projects that are aligned to the priority health issues in the local community, within the six categories identified.
What will Healthway Fund?
1. Promoting Healthier Eating

Healthway identifies healthy eating and good nutrition as a high priority area in its Strategic Plan 2008 – 2011. Nutrition is also linked to the high priority area of physical activity, particularly in relation to the prevention of overweight, obesity and diabetes. 

For local governments, the development of partnerships with local farmers, community groups, NGOs and local businesses that will extend the availability and accessibility of healthier food options is a key strategy.

Proposals are encouraged for initiatives that increase access to healthy foods. Healthway particularly encourages proposals that will benefit disadvantaged groups in the community. 

Possible strategies may include:

· Improving the range of healthy food choices available through existing programs and services provided by local government such as Meals on Wheels, children’s services and recreational facilities, community centres or other local government services where food is provided. This could include training in healthy recipe development for caterers but please note that Healthway is unable to fund projects where food items are a major component of the budget.

· Development of projects such as community gardens and participation in activities that address some of the difficulties that might influence people’s eating habits. 

· Healthy eating initiatives based on the Food Cent$ program. 

2. Smoke free public and private spaces

Tobacco control is a high priority for Healthway. Tobacco remains the leading preventable cause of death and disease globally1 and kills around 1,500 West Australians2 each year. As well as causing premature death, illness and disease the effects of smoking can greatly reduce quality of life3. The risks associated with tobacco extend beyond the smoker and there is clear evidence of harm to adults and children from exposure to second hand smoke in homes, workplaces and enclosed public places4. While there is less evidence that second hand smoke in outdoor areas is harmful to health, smoking in public places gives a clear signal to children and young people that smoking is both normal and acceptable. Removing smoking from outdoor events and settings where people congregate also plays a significant role in reducing littering.  

For local governments, enforcing smoke free venues and public places that come under the control of, or are leased through the local government is considered an important strategy. In 2003, ALGA resolved to support bans on smoking within 10 metres of all children’s playgrounds, on all playing and sporting fields, and events run by local governments. 

Proposals that strengthen existing legislation through promoting smoke free venues such as alfresco dining areas, beaches, community events, playgrounds, sporting grounds and other outdoor public places are encouraged.  

3. Skin cancer prevention strategies 

Skin cancer prevention remains a priority for Western Australia and for Healthway. Skin cancer is the most common form of cancer in Australia and accounts for around 81% of all new cancers diagnosed each year5.  In WA, an estimated 27 000 people annually are diagnosed with non-melanoma skin cancer6. Structural efforts to reduce exposure to UVR such as the provision of shade complemented by personal protection measures such as sunscreen, protective clothing and wearing a hat are the preferred preventative strategies.

Local governments can contribute to the prevention of skin cancer in the community and among its own staff. A focus on sun protection for children and young people is encouraged, as exposure to UVR within the first 18 years of life is a determining factor in developing skin cancer later in life7. 

Local governments can have a significant role in sun protection because of their role in planning the built environment, including planning and provision of outdoor social and physical infrastructure, such as footpaths, sports grounds, playgrounds and swimming centres. In addition, local governments may be active in providing services and facilities for groups such as children and young people, for whom sun protection is particularly important. 

Proposals for funding are encouraged from local governments in areas that address environmental and behavioural strategies. Proposals are also encouraged for projects that prevent skin cancer in children and young people. 

Possible strategies may include: 

· Implementation of policies and practices that promote adequate shade in public areas and in facilities that target at-risk groups such as children. 

· Implementation of policies and practices that promote sun safety among groups using council managed facilities such as recreational facilities, youth centres and children’s services. 

· Development and implementation of health promotion programs that encourage people to adopt sun protection behaviour. 

· Development of a sun safe sporting clubs program. 

· Promotion of sun safe environments where people congregate such as beaches and parks.

· Scheduling community events to avoid the high UV period of the day.

Please note:  Healthway Healthy Local Government Grants cannot be used to fund the costs of constructing permanent shade structures. Healthway may consider partial support, for example through funding the cost of a removable shade sail subject to a commitment from the local government to fund the construction of the permanent supports. In addition, Healthway may consider supporting the purchase of portable shade structures in respect of collaborative projects where a partnership approach has been developed and management guidelines for the proposed use of the portable structure have been agreed between the relevant parties.

4. Integration of planning and public health to create supportive environments for health and wellbeing 
Creating supportive environments that promote health and wellbeing is an important focus for health promotion. Healthway recognises that local governments are often best placed to produce such local environments. For example, through actions such as land use planning processes that support physical activity or access to healthy food choices.

Proposals are encouraged for initiatives that have the potential to influence local public health outcomes through creating active partnerships between local government directorates such as Environmental Health, Community Development, Planning and Parks and Gardens 

Proposals for funding to develop health promotion programs that foster these partnerships and aim to design attractive and safe public places, good public transport links, generate more local facilities in neighbourhoods or address issues such as sustainability could be considered in this category.  

Possible strategies may include:
· Establishment of “dig for sustainability” programs aimed at encouraging grow-your-own food production by householders in private homes or in community allotments.

· “Shop local” initiatives with clear provision in town plans for diverse and local shopping.

· The development of community based sustainability practices (housing, urban design requirements, etc).

· Development and testing of a generic health impact assessment framework.

5. Prevention of alcohol misuse

Alcohol misuse is an important cause of ill-health and social problems in the community and more than 85% of adults in Western Australia consume alcohol regularly8.   Alcohol consumption by young people is also at worrying levels, and national data collected in 2005 indicates that 65% of students had consumed alcohol in the previous year9. The survey also identified a significant increase in at-risk or ‘binge’ drinking among females aged 12 to 15 from 16% in 2002 to 25% in 20059. 

Healthway recognises the important contribution local governments can make to reducing alcohol misuse in communities through participation in Alcohol Accords, enforcement of legislation, implementation of CPTED principles and building partnerships with a range of external stakeholders. 

Proposals for funding that develop a health promotion program that fosters partnerships and aims to reduce consumption and prevent alcohol misuse in local communities, or with specific target groups will be considered in this category.  

Possible strategies may include:

· The extension of diversionary programs for people at risk (e.g. sport & recreation programs).

· Planning and enforcement of alcohol free community events (e.g. integrating into existing music festivals).

· Ensuring that reasonably priced food, free water and non-alcoholic beverages are available when alcohol is sold or promoted at public events.

· Responsible sporting clubs projects that limit or prohibit the serving of alcohol at fixtures and/or social events.

· Programs targeting licensed premises that include promoting consumer responsibility and patron education.
· Planning local initiatives or programs that support the Drug and Alcohol Office’s Enough is Enough program.

6. Active Communities 

Physical activity is a priority health issue in Healthway’s Strategic Plan 2008-2011. Regular physical activity reduces the risk of a range of health problems, including coronary heart disease, stroke, obesity and overweight, hypertension, diabetes, mental health, some cancers and falls in the elderly10. 

There are a number of funding sources available in WA to support physical activity initiatives and prospective applicants for physical activity project support are requested to refer to the Premier’s Physical Activity Taskforce website for more information. Applications for Healthway funding through this scheme will generally require local governments to demonstrate that the proposed activities are not eligible for funding under other grant schemes, for example, by addressing more than one health issue in the project. Submissions aiming to increase physical activity in children and promote active transport options are encouraged, such as Walking School Bus and Safe Walk Routes to School initiatives.

Ineligible For Funding

· Organisations and their affiliates that accept any form of funding from tobacco companies or their related foundations or that have any direct or indirect arrangements, connections or dealings with the tobacco industry.

· Organisations that do not support and/or abide by relevant State and Federal legislation, as applicable; for example, in respect to Working with Children (Criminal Records Checking) and Liquor Control.
· Applications from individuals, profit making groups, private consultants or non-incorporated bodies.

· Activities where fundraising and/or the awarding/purchase or prizes are the primary objectives.

· Capital works and major equipment items e.g. cars, caravans, buildings and computers.

· Applications to support or increase core or integral services already provided by a local government.

· Overseas and interstate travel, camps, conferences, trade exhibitions.

· One off days, weeks or workshops.

· Activities that support political organisations whether state, national or international.

· Activities that are already established or duplicate existing activities.

· Any activity or event that does not occur in Western Australia.

· Infrastructure costs associated with running an organisation (e.g. employment of core staff, equipment, core programs).

· Activities that are the responsibility of State or Federal Government programs. However, this may not preclude corporate ventures.

· Organisations that have not fulfilled previous grant requirements including evaluation and acquittal reports.

· The production of films, videos, books, pamphlets and publications that are not part of a broader program.

· Ongoing projects that require continuing support.

· Treatment/rehabilitation/counseling/therapy and direct health service delivery or the provision of food and welfare assistance.

· Projects that are not based on best practice in health promotion.

· Organisations that cannot provide an ABN or an ATO ‘Statement by Supplier’ form.
Budget

Healthway will fund up to $50 000 per project. The duration for each grant will be up to two years. Please note that funding will not be provided for large infrastructure projects under the Healthy Local Government Grants Program.

The types of activities that may require a specific budget line may include:

· Project officer salaries;

· Communication costs;

· Promotion and marketing;

· Educational resources;

· Launches and celebrations (please note that Healthway cannot fund community festivals and events within this grant scheme);

· Training costs relevant to implementing the project;

· Travel costs as above;

· Costs associated with evaluation.

Project Sustainability

In the context of the Healthway Healthy Local Government Grants projects, sustainability refers to the continuation of the benefits of the project after the funding has ceased. 

It is important to plan for the sustainability of the project in the early stages.

The active participation of the key stakeholders and community members is critical in ensuring that the project activities are sustainable in the longer term. 

One of the most effective ways to build sustainability into community projects is to develop the capacity of community groups and government agencies. It is therefore essential to allocate sufficient time and resources to bringing together stakeholders and key community groups to build relationships and engage in participatory planning. 

Your Commitment To Health Promotion
Please NOTE:  It is a condition of Healthway funding that organisations receiving $20,000 or more from Healthway are required to have a written health policy that includes the promotion of health and well-being, endorsed by the Executive, and in place by the end of the grant period.  A plan for the development and implementation of your Health Policy MUST be finalised prior to signing a contract with Healthway.  For further information please check the brochure “Helpful Hints on Health Promotion” or the “Health Policies” document on our website - www.healthway.wa.gov.au. 

Assessment of your Application
Healthway will assess your application taking the following criteria into account:  

· The application addresses one or more of the six grant program areas outlined above;
· Its focus on health promotion or the prevention of illness or injury using a population or community based approach, and its ability to address inequalities in health; 

· The potential of the project to increase knowledge, change attitudes or behaviours to improve health;

· If the project considers the local government context and available evidence of the efficacy of the proposed interventions;

· The ability of the project to address health issues of relevance to the local community;

· Clear partnerships with other organisations and where appropriate, supporting documentation or letters of support;

· Any co-contributions either in cash or in kind from the applying local government and/or other project partners, and overall value for money; 

· If the project has the ability to be ongoing after Healthway’s initial funding, for example, by being integrated into existing business;

· A clearly described evaluation framework for the project;

· All the questions in the Application Form are answered clearly.
Obligations of funded organisations

If your application is successful, your local government will be required to sign a contract with Healthway, agreeing to the terms and conditions of the grant and outlining the responsibilities of Healthway and the funded organisation. 

Local governments are reminded of the need to ensure there is adequate risk management and public liability cover as appropriate within the project. 

Local governments are reminded of the need to ensure compliance with all relevant State and Federal legislation, as applicable; e.g. Working with Children (Criminal Records Checking) Act 2004.

Successful local governments will be required to submit annual progress and financial reports.

Successful local governments will be required to agree that information on the project and the outcomes may be disseminated more widely.

Successful grant recipients will be required to acknowledge Healthway support in any publications or resources produced from the project, and meet Healthway’s health policy requirements.

All Healthway projects are required to report back to Healthway on the results of their evaluation, to show the achievements of the project in relation to the agreed SMART objectives (Specific, Measurable, Achievable, Relevant and Time-specific). 

Projects that receive grants of $25,000 or more from Healthway may be able to obtain guidance on their evaluation from the Health Promotion Evaluation Unit at the University of WA. 

Lodging Your Application

· Check that your organisation and project are eligible to apply.

· Consult with the information sheet that outlines additional information for local governments applying for a grant.

· Discuss your proposal with Healthway prior to submitting an application.

· Use the Healthy Local Government Grants Scheme application form.  Forms can also be obtained on Healthway's webpage - www.healthway.wa.gov.au or by calling 9476 7000 (toll free 1800 198 450).

· Complete the cover sheet (Application Form – page 1) and prepare your submission using the headings numbered 1 - 19.

· Make a copy for your own records and send nine (9) copies to Healthway.

Priority Populations

A number of population groups have been identified as those most likely to experience poor health and a higher prevalence of risk factors for premature death and disease.  Healthway is interested in recording which of these groups is being targeted or may be reached through a project.
